SCHOLARSHIP PRESENTATION SUNDAY, NOVEMBER 21. During worship on Sunday, November 21, Mervice Alah

daughter Myra Afeseh February 19, 2020. Mervice is currently enrolled in the University of 

Illinois at Springfield Master’s degree program in accounting with a goal to become a CPA.
