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FROM THE PASTOR by Rev. Dr. Blythe D. Kieffer 
Lent and Holy Week: The Season of Stones 

In the forty days Jesus spends in the wilderness preparing for his 
ministry, Jesus refuses to turn the stone into bread when he is 
tempted to abandon his humanity.  He resists, not because he 
could not do it, but because he chose to accept the limitations 
that are a part of life and join us in our humanity by walking in 
our footsteps.  Lent is a time of embracing our humanity.  
During Jesus’ ministry, when the Scribes and Pharisees want to 
stone a woman caught in a sexual relationship with a man who 
is not her husband, Jesus bends down and writes with his finger 
on the ground, perhaps wondering where her partner is, and 
by pausing Jesus provides perspective through the gift of time 
and silence.  When Jesus stands up, he invites the one who is 
without sin to throw the first stone. Funny thing, isn’t it, how 
being in Christ’s presence calls one to authenticity and honesty.  
No stone was thrown that day and neither did Christ condemn 
the woman.  Lent is a time of prayer, confession, and 
forgiveness. 
As Jesus’ ministry culminates with his entrance into Jerusalem 
on Palm Sunday prior to the last supper, trial, crucifixion and 
resurrection, the crowds welcome him with praise and 
adoration.  “Blessed is the One who comes in the name of the 
Lord…Peace in heaven.”  When the Pharisees ask Jesus to order 
them to stop, Jesus replies “if these were silent, the stones would 
shout out.”  Palm Sunday is a time of gratitude and praise.   

On Easter morning "They found the stone rolled away from the 
tomb."  Easter is a time to celebrate the love of God which 
cannot be entombed. 

SOLIDARITY WITH UKRAINE 
The Sunflower arrangement in our Chancel during Lent honors 
the resilient people of Ukraine whom we 
hold in our hearts and prayers. 
Session designated $100,000 from the 
Betty Smith Mission Endowment for 
Ukraine Relief divided equally between 
the PC(USA) Ukraine Relief Fund and 
UNICEF. Westminster sent $50,000 to 
UNICEF and $68,850 to the PC(USA) 
Ukraine Relief Fund. The additional 
$18,850 to the PC(USA) was donated by 
members. Contributions are still welcome. 
We are pleased to offer a Ukraine 
Symposium led by new member Dr. Roy 
Wehrle (Ph.D. in Economics from Yale) 
and Dr. Jonathan Carlson-Eastvold (Ph.D. in Political Science 
from Princeton).  Fifty-five joined in person for our first 
gathering on April 24 with 12 on Zoom.  The third and final 
session will be presented Thursday, April 7, 6:00 – 7:15 p.m.  
 
ASSOCIATE PASTOR NOMINATING COMMITTEE UPDATE  
The APNC has reviewed 18 Personal Information Forms from 
perspective candidates with whom we were matched. Of the 
eighteen, the committee contacted four candidates and is 
scheduling interviews with two candidates.
