GENERAL ASSEMBLY NEWS AND NOMINATIONS

For the first time in the history of the Presbyterian Church
(U.S.A.), the denomination’s General Assembly will be held
online only. The 224" Assembly was to meet in Baltimore,
Maryland June 20-27. Instead, the assembly will meet online
Friday, June 19 for a town hall to elect the new moderator and
resume on Friday, June 26 for opening worship and two
plenaries. On Saturday, June 27, critical business, including the
stated clerk election and budget will be on the docket.

Dr. Kieffer and Rev. Choi have been nominated to serve on two
G.A. committees: Committee on the General Assembly and
Committee of Ecumenical and Interreligious Relations
respectively, both in the Class of 2024. If elected by the
assembly, they will begin their service in the fall, 2020.

APRIL FINANCIAL REPORT by Lisa Runkle

Through April, income continues to be above budget largely
because of a strong response to the OGHS and HEAL Fund
donations. Thankfully, pledge and non-pledge donations were
not significantly lower even though worship services have been
suspended. However, looking ahead; May donations are down.
After paying for the tuckpointing completed on the east end of
the exterior of the sanctuary, expenses are over budget. Our
year-to-date income still exceeds expenses by $16,195.

To save even more energy, rinse the dishes
in cold water prior to stacking and run only full
loads. Cancel the heated dry cycle and instead pull out the
racks for a few minutes to air dry the dishes which saves
energy to the heating element and to the kitchen AC!
